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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
BETWEEN
IMMANUEL KANT BALTIC FEDERAL UNIVERSITY (RUSSIA)
AND
PARTAP COLLEGE OF EDUCATION (INDIA)

Immanuel Kant Baltic Federal University, represented by Rector Alexander Fedorov, acting
on the basis of the Statute, on the one hand, and Partap College Of Education, represented by
Director Balwant Singh, acting on the basis of the Statute, on the other hand, hereinafter referred
to as "the Parties" and individually as "Party", in order to establish and develop fruitful
cooperation, based on the principles of respect, equality, mutual benefit and efficiency, have signed
this Memorandum of Understanding (hereinafter referred to as "MOU").

§1

Under the current laws of their countries and internal rules and regulations, the Parties focus
their efforts on creating an environment fostering the development of long-term and constructive
relations in the field of education, as well as the professional growth and development of students
and employees of the Parties. To this end, during the validity of this MOU, they cooperate in the
following main areas:

L Development of international academic exchange of students, teachers and
researchers for training, professional development and improvement of scientific and educational
activities. Organization of scientific internships within the framework of undergraduate, graduate
and postgraduate (PhD) programs at partner universities.

2. Conducting joint scientific research, conducting basic and applied research in the
field of education and science, as well as the joint implementation of innovative activities.
e Participation in the organization and implementation of international educational

and research projects, congresses, symposiums, conferences, and seminars, as well as the exchange
of educational and scientific literature and the publication of joint research papers and teaching
materials.

§2
Each of the areas of cooperation between the Parties listed in Article 1 may be the subject of
a separate additional agreement regulating any given case of interaction between the Parties.

§3
The terms set forth in Articles 1-2 of this MOU are only an expression of the current
intentions of the Parties. They are not legally binding and may not be the basis for any other rights

or obligations.



§4
The Parties undertake not to disclose any confidential information received. Each Party will
treat all confidential information in the possession of the other Party as confidential, provided that
such information is identified in writing as confidential, and will not disclose it or make it available
to third parties without written permission from the owner of such confidential information.

§5
This MOU is drawn up and signed in two copies in Russian and two copies in English, both
having equal legal effect. Two copies, one in Russian and one in English, shall remain with each

Party. .

§6
This MOU comes into force after being signed by the heads of the Parties and will be valid
for three years. The MOU will be automatically prolonged for another three-year period if neither
side notifies about its termination at three months' written notice before the expiration of the
termination period.
